At Seabourn, we believe in the transformative power of travel. Sustainability is not just a corporate word for us, it is part of

our culture, part of our brand heritage. It is multifaceted and ingrained in everything we do. Each year, Seabourn ships visit

more than 450 ports worldwide, creating genuine, lasting connections between our guests and the communities they visit,

fostering a deeper understanding and appreciation of the world around us. Preserving and protecting the environments and

communities we travel to is a cornerstone of our operations. From how we curate our itineraries to maximize fuel efficiency,

our waste management systems, and multiple initiatives to reduce food waste and single-use plastic, to the relationships we

develop with these communities—sustainable practices are woven throughout.

= In 2024, Seabourn had the pleasure of announcing the
forging of an incredible relationship with the Wunambal
Gaambera Traditional Owners, whose rich cultural history,
deep connection to the land and sea, and established
sustainable tourism initiatives, combine to make them a
natural fit to be godparents for Seabourn Pursuit. This is
the first time a cruise line has partnered with Traditional
Owners in this way, and Seabourn is honored to celebrate
this milestone with the Wunambal Gaambera.

= Beyond our relationship with the Wunambal Gaambera
people, we put significant planning into developing
destination experiences around the world which reflect
the priorities, interests, and well-being of the communities
we Visit.

+ When we visit our wilderness destinations, the sites are

chosen with the goal of a minimal impact or footprint
from our exploration. Guests are given instructions and
guidelines that reflect the value we place upon safe,
responsible, and environmentally sound practices in all
our visits.

+ We are an active member in both AECO (Association of
Arctic Expedition Cruise Operators) and IAATO (International
Association of Antarctica Tour Operators) whose intrinsic
goals are to advocate and promote the practice of safe
and environmentally responsible private-sector travel to the
polar regions. We apply these same principles to all our
visits across the globe; not just to the polar regions where
these rules are in place.

= Our shipboard team members regularly participate in
service projects such as beach cleanups and food donations
in the communities we visit.

We support local economies and reduce our carbon
footprint by buying locally, working with thousands of global
suppliers every year backed by reputational research and
a thorough vetting process.

We prioritize the preservation of fresh water. Protecting the
health of the oceans is a fundamental part of our business
model and critical to our shipboard operations.

We embrace efficient energy practices and technology that
allow us to better support the goals of the international
treaties, flag state, port state, local laws and regulations that
govern our ships. Our expedition ships have been installed with
a new system, Micro Auto Gasification System (MAGS), which
significantly reduce waste offloads and reduce emissions.

We protect and preserve the oceans we sail upon through
our commitment to sustainably sourced seafood, and by
minimizing and responsibly managing our food waste. We
have food waste dehydrators on all our ships, which offer
an alternate method of food waste processing that has the
potential to reduce waste volume.

We strive to reduce as much solid waste as possible. By
prioritizing thorough recycling and waste management
practices—and a focus on eliminating single-use
plastics—we significantly reduce waste sent to landfills.
